Dear Center Players and Parents,

It hardly seems possible that we are beginning our third year as Center Players. The past two
years has seen rapid growth and bigger and better productions. We are very excited about the
upcoming 2011-2012 year of classes, rehearsals and productions.

Our goal this season is to expand the program to offer more instruction and additional
opportunities for our students while still keeping the class size small and personal. Last year we
offered 28 weeks of instruction. To allow for a new change in structure, we will be offering 29
weeks of instruction. The fall session will consist of 13 weeks; 9 weeks of instruction in dance,
drama, and voice and 4 weeks of rehearsal. The fall show this year will take place the weekend of
Nov. 18-20. The winter session will be a 4 week term that will give the students an opportunity to
explore additional classes of interest in various aspects of the theatre. For example, they may
explore creative play writing, improv theatre, dancing for health, and creative costume design,
just to name a few ideas we have for the 4 week session. The spring session will have 8 weeks of
instruction and a 4 week rehearsal period culminating in a musical in May.

The younger group will remain on Mondays and Tuesdays with the older group coming on
Wednesdays and Thursdays. The times will remain the same from 4-6. For the first 8 weeks,
additional classes will be held on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 6-7. Tuesdays will be a small
group class with Ms. Cheryl that will produce a 30 minute straight play. Thursdays will be
rehearsals for the audition-only touring group with Ms. Holly. The last 4 weeks that time period
will then become rehearsal time as we prepare for the production AND stage crew and costume
classes will be offered during that time slot for students who are interested only in technical
theater. There will be a nominal materials fee for the 6-7 classes.

We are very committed to teaching and developing the technical side of the theatre arts craft. If
you have any questions, please do not hesitate to contact us. We look forward to another great
year!

Center Players 2011-2012 Class Contract

The following rules must be read by both parents/guardians and students. This contract must be signed and returned to
the Center Players Staff no later than e second class or students will not be allowed to participate. Please make a copy
of this contract for your records.

1. Students must arrive 5 minutes prior to the start of class time. Students must participate until the end of class and dismissal.

2. Students must attend class every session. In the case of tardiness or absence, a parent must notify the front desk of the
Arts of the Albemarle prior to class at (252) 3386455.

3. More than three absences or excessive tardiness will result in a confece between Center Players and the parentand
a decision will be made about whether the child’s continued participation in class is appropriate. Excessive tardiness is defined as
more than 15 minutes late.

4. Center Players is not equipped to supervise children after hours. Chronic late pick-up may result in dismissal from the program
with no refund.

5. Students in classes ending in a production are not permitted to be absent the week prior to and the week of performances.

6. Students must behave apropriately and respect teaching artists, staff members, and fellow classmatd§any student
exhibits disruptive behavior which is distracting to the class, including verbal abuse or vandalism, the student will be given three
warnings. 1. Center Players will first speak with the student. 2. Center Players will talk to the parent or guardian. 3. Dismissal
from the class without refund. Physical aggression by any student will result in automatic expulsion without warning and without
refund.

7. Students may eat or drink in designated areas only. No food, drink or chewing gum are permitted in studios.

8. Cell phones, MP3 players and other electronic devices are not permitted in class.

9. All students must keep class studio space neat and clean. Garbage must be disposed of in appropriate cans. Students in classes
ending in a production will be asked to clean rehearsal and performance areas in order to generate a shared respect for the space
and create a safe environment for their fellow cast mates. These rotating duties include, but are not limited to, vacuuming,
sweeping, and mopping.

10. Center Players will not tolerate the use of classes as an excuse to fall behind in school work or assignments.

11. All students are encouraged to attend at least one non-Center Players performance. Students must fill out and return attached
questionnaire after attending performance.

12. All students must dress in appropriate rehearsal attireblack jazz pants, comfortable t-shirt, black jazz shoes, black
jazz/tap shoes. Specific items can be found at www.danceoutfitters.com. Proper attire will be enforced. A student not dressed
properly will be asked to observe only.

13. Students must behave in a quiet and mature manner in the rehearsal studios, hallways, reception areas, elevators, lobbies, and
any public area where classes, rehearsals or performances are held. In other words; no running, shouting, fighting, smoking
or profanity is allowed.

We have read and undertand all the above stated rules. If any of these rules are not followed we understand that we are
subject to the consequences stated above.
